Delivered at Annual Speech Day on 23 November 2007

It gives me tremendous pleasure to welcome you all to
our Annual Speech Day. Your presence accords great
support and encouragement to our graduates and prize-
winners, and I offer you my sincerest thanks. We are
indeed privileged o have Mrs. Lau Mak Yee-ming, Alice,
J.P., Commissioner of Inland Revenue, as our Guest of
Honour this afternoon.

First of all, I wish to proudly bring to your attention that
Mrs. Alice Lau is an alumnus of ours from the 66 Form
Association. Upon graduation from the University of
Hong Kong in 1971, she joined the civil service and has
served the Inland Revenue Department throughout with
dedication and loyalty. She was appointed Commissioner
of Inland Revenue in 2001 in recognition of her extensive
knowledge in the field, good management abilities and
breadth of vision.

Apart from her excellent academic records, Mrs. Lau's
secondary school days in QES were marked with
outstanding school service and active participation
in extra-curricular activities. She acquitted herself
brilliantly as prefect. monitress. camp warden, house
sports captain, student librarian, Red Cross Team
member, school choir member and captain of the School
Athletics Team, just to mention a few. It is only too true
to say that Mrs. Lau proved herself a student scholar and
leader, honestly exemplifying the target achievements of
the kind of all-round education offered in our school.

Mrs. Lau has made a kind contribution of $10,000 to the
Student Development Fund for sponsoring our students’
participation in learning programmes outside the confines
of Hong Kong. We must take this opportunity fo extend
our heartfelt thanks to her for her loving care and support
for her junior schoolmates.

Mrs. Lau has always shone with her charisma as a model
of grace, vigour and enthusiasm. Who could be a better
person than Mrs. Lau, an illustrious past student, to be
with us this afternoon and to impress us with her words
of wisdom?

Ladies and gentlemen, it is with great delight that I am
now going fo deliver my report for the year 2006/2007.
As copies of the School Report have been distributed to
you, I think it is not necessary for me to go through the
details therein. Instead, T would like to highlight a few
salient points to pay tribute fo those involved.

First of all, let me report on the academic performance of
our students. In the 2007 Hong Kong Advanced Level
Examination, we entered 86 students and they scored
altogether 118 distinctions and credits. The top achiever
was Luk Matthew Ho-ming of 7B who distinguished

himself with 3A's and 2C's.

In the 2007 Hong Kong Certificate of Education
Examination, the 148 students we entered scored a total
of 601 distinctions and credits. The best performer was
Laji Shuk-mui of 5C who attained level 5* in the two
language subjects on top of 5A's and 2B’s. Cheung Ngo
of 5D attained level 5* in English in addition to 6A's and
1C while Fung Winky of 5C attained level 5* in English
to complement her other 6A's.

Ladies and gentlemen, I would like to point out that the

pursuit of academic excellence is by no means the only
goal of our school. Egual importance is attached to our
students’ whole-person development. It is our mission
to maintain a positive and inspiring school environment
in which our students' moral, intellectual, physical,
social and aesthetic qualities are well nurtured. It is our
aspiration that QES students will make themselves caring
and responsible young people who contribute to the
common good of Hong Kong, their mother country and
the world.

The spirit of our school motto, to prepare yourselves
that you may serve, is no better reflected than in our
student leaders. Our Prefect Body and Big Brothers
and Big Sisters remained absolutely praiseworthy for
the commendable service that they rendered to their
school and schoolmates. Entrusted with a high degree
of autonomy, the Student Union worked ceaselessly for
the promotion of student welfare. The Camp Wardens
demonstrated their organizing abilities and team spirit in
serving their schoolmates and helping to make the school
camp an ideal venue for life-wide learning. At the same
time, our students at large continued to play an active
part in activities such as flag-selling, blood donation and
volunteer community work.

One of our school major concerns is to promote our
students’ generic skills, especially the 3 C's - Creativity,
Communication Skills and Critical Thinking Skills.
Through purposeful learning and assessment strategies,
the Cross-stream Project-based Learning Programmes

~ and the Scientific Investigation Projects successfully

promoted the students' 3 C's, problem-solving skills
and collaboration skills. Meanwhile, the task-based C's
Project also effectively sharpened our student leaders'
3 C's, leadership qualities and organization skills, as
demonstrated in their successful planning and running of
the City Orienteering Day, which was well received by
the participants. All the above major concern projects
also helped to enhance students’ capacity and ownership
in learning, thus making them more confident and self-
directed learners.




To further stretch the potential of our exceptionally gifted
students, they are nominated to join the Leadership
Enhancement Programme, the Mathematics Enhancement
Programme, the Science Enhancement Programme
and the Humanities Subject Enhancement Programme
organized by the Curriculum Development Institute of
the EDB as well as the various enhancement courses run
by the local universities.

We enjoyed another fruitful year in external events
and competitions last year. In the Hong Kong Schools
Speech Festival, our students reaped a total of 3 first
prizes, 5 second prizes and 8 third prizes. In the Hong
Kong Schools Music Festival, our students’ musical
talents were rewarded with 3 first prizes and 2 third
prizes. Our students also did marvelously in various inter-
school sports competitions. On top of a rich collection
of medals in athletics, cross country races, handball and
table-tennis, it is especially heartening to report that
our boys carried off the Championship in the A Grade
Swimming Championship (Division 3).

Equally impressive results were obtained by our
Mathematics team, which grabbed a number of prizes
in external competitions. One of our S1 students won
Distinction in Mathematics in the World Class Arena
while Chung On-yip of 6C brought home the glory of
winning the Gold Award in the 2006 China Western
Mathematical Olympiad held in Jiangxi last November.

In the Hong Kong Olympiad in Informatics, a silver
medal was added to our prize list. In the Sing Yin
Physics Olympiad 2007, our team emerged as the
champion. In the Hong Kong Physics Olympiad 2007,
our team came out as the overall first runner-up with one
student awarded First Honours and another one Third
Honours.

At the centre of the limelight, however, must be our
young writers with their splendid performance in a whole
range of external writing-related competitions. In the
Book Report Competition organized by Commercial
Press (HK) Ltd., our students reaped a first prize, 2
second prizes and 1 third prize. In the “Loving Green
Going Green” Writing Competition™, the championship
went to one of our $4 students. Two girls from S7 were
honoured with the “Outstanding Young Writer Award”
(02 fF K %) and “Young Writer Award” (4 4 fF
% #) in “The Fourth University Literature Awards” (%
W B A £ X 2 #) organized by the Hong Kong Baptist
University. Two championships were recorded in the
“Hong Kong Students Chinese Culture Essay-writing
Competition” (F# &% £ # EX b L1 &) and
“Hong Kong Youth Story-writing Competition™ (4% %
EGEYBEEILF). Finally, we carried off both the
first and second prizes in “The 18th Hong Kong Schools
Patterned Poem-writing Competition” (£ + )\ [ 4 % &

Our school is committed to providing every opportunity
for our students to learn outside the confines of Hong
Kong so that they could gain deeper insights into global
issues, such as poverty, social justice, international
goodwill, cultural tolerance and respect for diverse values.
Our students’ participation in such events through school
nomination or winping various competitions entailed
a long list — the UNICEF Young Envoys Programme
in Indonesia, the Oxfam Club Exposure Trip to the
Philippines, the National Education Course in Beijing
under the Hong Kong Jockey Club Award Scheme for
Student Leaders of Hong Kong, the National Education
Trips to Beijing and Shenyang, the Historic Cultural Tour
to Shandong and the Aviation & Aerospace educational
trip to Beijing.

However, my report will not be complete without
highlighting our concerted efforts in enhancing the school
self-evaluation culture for continuous improvements.
With strengthened staff collaboration and shared
direction of the school in sight, the QES feam is steering
itself decidedly towards a learning organization which
1s built upon professional accountability, openness and
proactiveness.

As I have always mentioned, partnership with parents
and alumni is indispensable in our pledge to strive for the
betterment of the school. In this respect, we are fortunate
to be blessed with extremely supportive parents as well
as alumni. They are valuable assets of the school. May
I take this opportunity to convey our gratitude to the
Parents-teachers’ Association under the chairmanship
of Mr. Lo Man-fong and the Old Students’ Association
under the stewardship of Mr. Lau Siu Ki.

At this point, I must express my profound appreciation of
our teachers’ whole-hearted devotion to their work and
the well-being of the students. I owe my special thanks to
the two Assistant Principals, Mr. Li Wing-leung and Mr.
Tam Wing-hung, for their great assistance and valuable
contribution to the management and administration of the
school.

To conclude, our school progressed with strength
and vitality in every respect last year. Unpacking the
educational visions and translating them into actions
for the implementation of the New Senior Secondary
Academic Structure, our school, I am convinced, is all
ready to embrace even greater challenges which promise
much yet to be done and accomplished in the years ahead.

Commissioner of Inland Revenue

at the Speech Day of Queen Elizabeth School

on Friday, 23 November 2007

Mirs Pang, Teachers and Students of Queen Elizabeth School, Ladies and

Gentlemen,

Thank you for inviting me to join you on this most auspicious occasion.
As an alumnus of QES, I am particularly delighted to be here.

It has been some 46 years since I confidently lined up to start my own
studies at QES. I was very proud of having been awarded a 5-year
scholarship for my excellent Joint Primary Schools' Examination results.
However, 1 failed to really appreciate, at least at the outset, that things
would not be quite as easy as they had been in Primary School. I was at

the start of a steep learning curve.

Initially, my secondary school academic results were not
“the best”’: the competition was of a different standard and
moving from a vernacular primary school to the English
medium of instruction presented a few difficulties. At the
same time. I was distracted from academic pursuits by the
school's extra-curricular activities.

With the passage of time, I managed to get my act in
order. It was not a matter of dropping activities outside
the classroom, but rather one of striking the right
balance. Indeed, when I look back now, I can see that
whilst achieving academic excellence was undoubtedly
important it was through participating in a broad spectram
of activities that I learned some very valuable life Iessons,
that still serve me well today. '

It was my good fortune that the year after I started at
QES. the Parent Teacher Association raised funds to
build the school camp in Sai Kung. As I understand,
it is still the only school camp in Hong Kong. Through
training fo qualify as a camp warden and discharging
the responsibilities associated with running a camp 1
experienced the development of a range of planning,
organizing and inter-personal skills. More significantly,

they are generic skills that have general application in
the wider world — helping a person to lead an activity, to

work well with a team, to adapt to new circumstances and
to appreciate and make good use of the values, knowledge
and skills of those around us. I suspect that my interest in
public administration had its genesis in those early days
in Sai Kung.

Leadership development opportunities were also provided
to me as a school prefect. From helping to maintain
school discipline, to running a summer programme for
the under-privileged children in Li Cheng Uk Estate in
Shamshuipo, to organising a joint school exhibition,

one learnt that the team was more important than
the individual. To achieve the best performance, the
strengths and weaknesses of individual members had
to be identified so that they could be assigned suitable
responsibilities and help each other. Above all, leaders
have to recognise that their role is not just to lead, but
also to share, support and serve.

Standing here today reminds me of those old days
of coming up on stage during assembly to receive
individual and, as captain, team athletics prizes won
1 numerous inter-school and invitation competitions.
But the real reward was not the prizes themselves, or
the physical strength gained from participating. It was
those lessons taken from competing, winning and losing

- on how to improve oneself continuously, observe rules

and discipline, insist on fair competition and cope with
success and failure which have benefitted me by a long
way.

However, it is not those honours and prizes that mostly
remind me of school life. Rather, my fond memories
derive from the principal’s and teachers’ love and care
for their students, and friendship built among classmates.
This was also the very reason why the QES class 1966

to which I belonged celebrated its 40th anniversary last

year joyfully and gratefully with Mr Arthur Hinton, the
principal, and a few teachers of that vintage.

1 left QES in 1968 and moved on to the University of
Hong Kong. After graduating with a Bachelor degree in
Social Sciences, majoring in Economics and Accounting,
I joined the Civil Service, starting with the Inland
Revenue Department in 1971. And, through life-long
learning and rising to challenges, I became the first lady
Compmissioner of the Department in 2001.




Looking back, I am sure that I gained a great deal
from my education at QES, both inside and outside
the classroom. We were provided with an all-round
education, with solid foundations laid for successful
futures. The school paved the way for us to become
responsible and productive citizens, to make wise choices
in our lives that would not only benefit ourselves, but also
the wider community.

But what of the future? What challenges will today’s
graduates from QES (and the less senior students of the
school) face in the years ahead? Without a crystal ball,
there are, of course, no guarantees as to what the future
holds. You live in an era of rapid advances, but also of
great uncertainty. Uncertainty, of course. helps to make
life interesting; excitement and pleasures can be found
in surprises. And because you do not have pre-ordained
futures, you will face the pleasures and the challenges of,
to a large extent, shaping your destinies.

Whilst the future is full of uncertainties, there are aspects
we can be reasonably sure about —

* Rapid advances in science and technology, and many
other fields of human endeavour, will continue apace.
These are likely to change the ways we lead our lives -
no doubt creating benefits, but also giving rise to new
ethical, legal and social challenges.

+ We will expect more from the institutions that serve
us - Government, educational and the professions
- in terms of transparency, accountability and
responsiveness.

¢ Globalization will continue to accelerate in all
dimensions - economically, politically, socially and
culturally.

* Hong Kong's future is inextricably linked with that
of the Mainland. Past growth in the Mainland's
economy has presented many opportunities, sometimes
challenging, to the people of Hong Kong. No doubt,
with ongoing development these benefits will continue
to grow.

So, what generic skills 'a.nd attributes need fo be
developed fto help students prepare themselves for what
lies ahead? I see a need to possess the following:

* A socio-cultural understanding of what it means to be a
Hong Kong person and a global citizen - with a sense of
responsibility towards oneself, the family and society,
regardless of age, sex, race and social background;

« self-management skills - to be able to set your own
goals and priorities; manage time and resources and
meet deadlines;

« ability to work independently - to become resourceful
and decisive, to have the capacity to initiate creative
ideas and develop them;

« ability to work collaboratively - to listen to others, to
share, and to speak one's mind without fear or favour;

» self-evaluation - to have an awareness of one's
strengths and weaknesses and to be able to make use
of feedback or constructive criticism relating to one’s
work;

+ adaptability - have a positive and flexible disposition
towards change - see it as an opportunity rather than a
problem; and

« ability to communicate - good communication skills
will be of great importance. As you know, both Chinese
and English are the official languages of Hong Kong.
By being fully biliterate (Chinese and English) and
trilingual (Cantonese, Putonghua and English) you
will not only ensure effective communication with
all sectors of the community in Hong Kong and the
Mainland, but also a large part of the wider world.
Further, it is becoming increasingly important to have
a firm grasp of modern multimedia tools and aids for
education, business and social communications — I
could hardly overlook the rise of social networks such
as “facebook” and “myspace”!

Your school has played a very important part in nurturing
the development of the skills I have referred to. But
clearly a commitment on your part to lifelong learning
will stand you in good stead. Indeed, as you move on
in life, you would do well to remember and continue
to follow the School's motto: [Vos Parate Ut Serviatis]
“Prepare yourself that you may serve.”

My warmest congratulations to all the graduates and
prize winners. You have worked very hard for your
achievements. Be confident as you go forward. As
students of QES. you have much to be thankful for. The
school has strong leadership and professional teachers
who are dedicated to students’ success. They have
prepared you well for facing up to new challenges.
Since its founding in 1954, the School has fostered the
development of generations of public-spirited citizens and
leaders for Hong Kong. Indeed we should all be grateful
to the school’s principals, teachers and staff for their hard
work and contributions to education over all these years.

On this day of celebration, I urge you to also recognise
the deep pride that your parents, other family members
and friends feel for you. Please thank your parents for
their support and encouragement in helping you reach
this day.

Finally, I thank you again for sharing this happy and
memorable occasion with me. I wish you all immense
success in your future pursuits, together with happiness
and good health.

Holland was like on the eve of liberation from the Nazis, and
how people survived or collapsed. And Jacob would learn
- a history of pain, suffermg passion and deprivation, which

still leaves its mark in the present generation.

Have you ever imagined what it would be like to live in a

war, always with the threat of being shelled, bombed, shot

at, made homeless, separated from your loved ones, sent to
death or labour camps, and deprived of even the most basic
necessities? Can you visualize the sense of desolation and
destruction brought by a war? Filth and blood eve;ywhere
the wounded and dead scattered and dumped in the open;
refugees and escapees in hiding; and spies lurking; fate and
gloom hanging in the air like Smog, smothering lives. This
is Geertrui's Holland, the ‘no man’s land'. They had been
waiting forever for liberation and the end. But in 1944, when

the British paratroopers landed, gunfire and bloodshed,
which they had been able to avoid until then, burst out in
full force. Casualties poured into the village homes and
every sheltered space. And into Geertrui's home came one
British paratrooper, Jacob Todd. In nursing and comforting
Jacob, already married to Sarah, Gertrui found that a subtle
and passionate relationship, both emotional and physical,
had sprung up between them. This continued until, Jacob
died from a heart attack, ending this magical six months
of pleasure amidst this deadly war. However, a child had
already been conceived, who was kept ignorant of her real
lineage.

Fifty-one years later, Geertrui, now a grandmother, had
opted to undergo euthanasia to end her excruciating illness.
She decided it was time to tell the truth of her forbidden
love to her family including Dann, her grandson, and

 Jacob’s grandson, Jacob jr. That's why Jacob was asked to
the Netherlands. There, he learned the bittersweet history

of Geertrui. But he was also subconscmusiy learning about

~ himself. 'Who am I?' 'What is the meaning of my life?'

robbed and had temporarily lost his whole bearings on life
there), he grew to love it. From having only a vague and
confused grip on life, he began fo be more assertive and
open.

- You may wonder, what do have postcards have to do with
 the story? You will find out on the first page or you can

guess it yourself.

Anyway, what you may be interested in would probably be
if I like the book. Yes, indeed it is very exciting, baffling
at times, a proper page turner. It is passionate, witty and
beautifully honest. And it seems it is written especially for us




young adults. The many struggles we have to face, like sex,
homosexuality, marriage, friendship and family troubles,
are all dealt with in a light-hearted yet serious manner.
Teenagers, like Jacob, often feel lost in life. Why? They
feel they have no identity, no reason for existence. And they
don't know how to deal with these bouts of depression and
frustration. Suicide is a nice way out, isn't it? How about
drugs? Even more meaningless, in my view. Life is full of
adventure and wonder, especially for youths who have all
the time in the world. ‘In small proportions we just beauties
see; and in short measure life may perfect be’ from the poem
Geertrui loved best, best summarises it. Life is full of ups and
downs. Geertrui had to go through the war and lose Jacob
after just half a year. But at least she had loved and been
loved. After Jacob died, she never considered ending her life,
like some foolish, heart-broken teenagers do nowadays. She
was resilient and courageous, and was eventually gratified
with a loving and caring husband and a devoted grandson.
The world goes on spinning and life goes on no matter
whether you are at the pinnacle of triumph or in the valley of
death. Every trial and tribulation is a lesson for us. If we pass
through it, we will emerge more experienced and mature,
and life will be even more invaluable. And when you are in
trouble, accepting what you are and humbly admitting your
mistakes are Keys to getting out of it. And of course, you
are not alone, for family and friends are there beside you,
encouraging and helping you on. The only problem may be
that you keep it to yourself, letting yourself drown when
helping hands are already extended,

That's why it is important to have a healthy and intact family.
That's why Geertrui chose to let bygones be bygones and get
married, giving her child a better chance to succeed. The past

Is irretrievable, but the future can be shaped by our decisions
now. Forget and forgive past feuds, conflicts and mistakes.

Fight jealousy and bring in tolerance and acceptance just
as Dann’s family tried to forgive Jacob's grandfather for
disrupting their lives and tried not to visit the grandfather's
sin on his grandson. Fighting takes bravery, but apologizing
takes courage. The latter may be more daunting but infinitely
more rewarding. God created this beautiful world for us to

live in peace and harmony. Why must we corrupt it with

quarrels, unnecessary competitions and wars? No religion
preaches violence, just as no rational and compassionate
being would want to see carnage and catastrophes. Qur world
is already full of natural disasters. Are we so insatiable that

we want to create our own? ‘Love your enemies.’ ‘Love your

neighbours.' Why is there love in this world? It shows that
two parties can live together, each showing kindness, amity
and fraternity, and that it can overcome insurmountable
challenges and the bond is still as strong. If it is possible

between lovers, between friends, why not between countries?
Indeed the world in accord would be the exemplification of
love that transcends selfishness and desire.

Geertrui believed her infatuation with Jacob was love. Dann,
Hille and Ton all believed that Iove is no more than fancying
someone, no more than Kissing and having sex. Marriage is
just a hindrance. This is also the belief of many teenagers
today. But perhaps, their love can be better termed 'lust'?
They think that love is physical fulfillment and emotional
support. But they are just a part of it. Love is not attained in
a moment, nor does it sparkle brilliantly and then get snuffed
out. It neither glorifies nor blinds; it appreciates and respects
what is there, but overlooks what is not there. As long as
you truly love someone, it doesn’t matter whether you are
homosexual or heterosexual, so long as you are never simply
promiscuous.

Because of love, there is meaning in life. We have boundless
love which we can give, and things we can do to show it,
if we care to, even, terminally ill patients. Was Geertrui a
coward to apply for euthanasia when she had survived the
war? Since she thought that life was meaningless, she was
already psychologically dead. Euthanasia is just a physical
proof for her. But while there is life, there is hope. And while
there s a will, there is a way. Why not take a more positive
view and try to find something you can do to help make
the world around you a better place? Stephen Hawking,
Christopher Reeves and Hong Kong's Ah Bun have all done
it. Just never lose hope - the sustaining force of life - and be
henest with yourself. We can overcome.

This book is written for teenagers, but is equally relevant to
adults. It vividly shows how teenagers today think and act.
The characters are approachable and I am sure you should

~ be able to identify yourself with either the shy and irresolute

Jacob, or the feisty and loving Geertrui. It introduces a
culture starkly different from ours, and a history that is
familiar yet so far away. It tells a story that is believable, and
might be happening at this very minute. Whether you agree
or disagree with the author's perspective, one thing he says is
very true and unifies the theme of the whole book - nothing
ventured, nothing gained. Hope you enjoy this thought-
provoking boﬂk and gam as much out of it as I did.

Reading Opens Up New Worlds

While most Hong Kong teenagers are enjoying

themselves in theatres and karaoke lounges, their

mainland counterparts are striving their best to explore
the sea of knowledge in books. In a recent survey of Hong
Kong teenagers’ views about mainland students, some

said, “They have broader horizons than we do and look

into things from deeper and different perspectives,” while
others commented, “They are more concerned about their
nation’s development than we are.” Obviously, it's time
for us to investigate the causes of this phenomenon.

Why do Hong Kong teenagers prefer entertainment
to books? The overemphasis on materialism in our
society is partly to blame. In this so-called “shopping
and gourmet paradise”, teenagers are often obsessed
with famous brands. They may wrongly perceive those
products as signs of wealth and status. Nowadays, it is
not uncommon for a student to possess a leather handbag,
which costs a large amount of mopey. Undeniably, any
teenagers pursuing brands blindly are being distracted
from their studies. Besides, Hong Kong teenagers are
overexposed to new sources of entertainment. Companies
selling electronic games take advantage and target their
sales at this new source of customers by introducing more
appealing and attractive products. Books, by contrast,
seem (o be dull, not eye-catching, and are the last thing
that most teenagers will pick as a source of relaxation.
Nowadays, more students are visiting karaoke lounges
rather than libraries when they enjoy their free time. It
is sad to say that before the majority of teenagers can
cultivate the habit of reading, they are lured away by
all the glamourous and fascinating means of

entertainment in our metropolis.

Another culprit is the present education
system. Superficially, it looks as

if everything is going well: it
provides nine years of free
education to all citizens
and offers all-round
development. However,

the pressure from
- exams still exists,
even though

education
reforms
have been

implemented for years. Along with loads of homework,
teenagers often face immense pressure. Entertainment
like shopping and playing online games comes as a

~ welcome relief to them. Although huge sums have been
allocated to foster a good reading environment in schools,
- books of different kinds all seem to be a nightmare to

some of our students under this exam-oriented system.

Thirdly, the differences in living standards between
Hong Kong and the mainland also contribute to the
phenomenon. Just by exerting a reasonable amount of
effort, nearly every young student in Hong Kong can
make their way into a university or educational institute.
However, some students take everything for granted and
do not treasure the opportunity to receive education. They
lack the incentive to enrich their knowledge or to broaden
their horizons. In Mainland China, this is not the case.
In poor villages, teenagers know that education is their
sole way to escape from poverty. Many use every second
they can spare to read more books in order to remain
competifive, in the hope of leading a better life.

The school authorities, being the disseminators of
knowledge, are responsible for advocating reading
amongst students. For instance, they can introduce
reading schemes that are tailor-made for every student
and suited to their abilities and interests. This would help
to regain students' interest in reading and build up their
self-confidence. In addition, mutual cooperation between
the school and the parents is indispensable. Parents
should be encouraged to have discussions with their
children on issues raised by the books. If this became a
habitual practice, the teenagers concerned could develop
better critical thinking and personal judgment skills.

On the other hand, plenty of disadvantages should be
highlighted. Preservation is a big barrier to economic
development. As Hong Kong is an international financial
centre, economic growth is highly prized. Keeping heritage
sites hinders land development. For instance, heritage
could be demolished to construct some profit-making
buildings which can contribute a lot to economic
progress. Thus, the preservation of heritage can have big
adverse effects on the economy.

Secondly, heritage buildings with old-
fashioned designs cannot satisfy the
modern principle of requiring high
efficiency. This causes difficulties
in practising highly-efficient
management as heritage buildings
may not be economical to use.
A blanket requirement for

- preservation would prohibit

~ the promotion of modern
infrastructure, which would in
turn lead to slower economw
growth,

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disadvantages, preservation may violate the principles of
modern urban planning. The area of urban land is limited,
so most modern buildings are built as high as local planning
festrictions permit. But low-rise heritage buildings with old
designs do not match the modern buildings surrounding
them. Squeezed between their tall neighbours, mest
heritage buildings appear as aberrations which do not fit in
with their neighbours.

In addition, when it comes to the efficient management
of heritage buildings, the in-situ conservation of the
whole structure can hardly be managed economically. For
example, maintenance costs are very high. Sometimes, if
a structure was demolished or reconstructed somewhere
else, the economical return could be much higher. Murray
House, which was ‘uprooted’ from Central and ‘replanted’
in Stanley, is one example. Murray House is now a famous
fourist spot which attracts many visitors. This helps Hong
Kong to earn a lot of money. So, this is another drawback
of preservation.

After considering both sides, I believe that preservation
causes too much harm to our economy, so it is not wise
to do it. Although historical significance may seem to
be a valid reason for keeping heritage, there are ways fo
compensate for this Joss. One way could be to establish a
data bank of heritage which people could refer to in order
to understand the history of a certain heritage site. It is
not always necessary to visit the site. Rather than allow

our economic development fo be hindered by
preserving heritage sites, why not establish a
data bank instead? As for the landmarks,
1 believe that new buildings can
replace the old landmarks after
4 cerlain time.

As our city 1s an international
financial centre, economic
development should be the
major focus of all our plans.
Due to the great losses that it
could cause to the economy, the
preservation of cultural heritage
is not worth doing. For the sake
of the holistic development
of Hong Kong. any heritage
building, which is a barrier fo
economic progress, should be
demolished as soon as possible,
